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Make residential streets without sidewalks safer and more 
comfortable for walking, including through partnership with Seattle 
Public Utilities in the flood-prone Broadview neighborhood.

Levy: $7.2M

Leverage: $1.0M WSDOT Safe Routes to School Grant

Local: $0.4M SSTPI

Total: $8.6M

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ÅEvaluated list of pedestrian priority projects 
within Broadview neighborhood

ÅCoordinated project list with SPU; found no 
directly overlapping priority sites

ÅSelected sidewalks infill on Greenwood Ave N 
and Neighborhood Greenway on 1st Ave NW

ÅFills gap in principle arterial sidewalk network

ÅProvides new sidewalk on FTN corridor

ÅEnhances safety outcomes for people walking and 
biking
